Kids, if you want a great book to read on 
your way to another prize in the library 
glass case, try one of these books in  
The Building on the Rock series (Y 
Bee), for ages 8-12. Each is a collection 

of short stories, based on true events, that show how God works 
through His Word and by His Spirit. Parents, these books are per-
fect for reading aloud:  
How God Used a Thunderstorm - about a man who takes ref-
uge during a storm and gives what money he has to the woman of 
the house so she can buy a Bible and how God abundantly pro-
vides for the man, the woman, and her neighbors.  
How God Stopped the Pirates - Read how God can change the 
lives of pirates, a burglar, and a Russian servant girl. 
How God Used a Snowdrift - Read how God uses a snowdrift to 
protect young Karl and his mother from a hostile army approach-
ing their village. Karl barricades the door to the cottage, but his 
mother reads the Bible.  
How God Used a Drought and Umbrella – The longest 
drought that anyone has ever seen has left the fields dry, the ani-
mals thirsty and everyone hot.
